About this Service
	On Trinity Sunday our worship focuses on the great mystery of God’s own self. God, Christians believe, is Holy Trinity, three in one and one in three, three persons in one substance. This is not a mathematical conundrum – we are not challenged to seek for a solution to the puzzle. It is, rather, an invitation to worship and wonder. There is one God; Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
	Trinity Sunday stands at the middle of the Church’s year. For the first half of the year, beginning on Advent Sunday and ending last week on the Feast of Pentecost, we re-tell our faith story in our readings and prayers. In the second half of the year, which we call ‘ordinary time’, we reflect further on the implications of the life and ministry of Jesus and what it means to be his disciples in our own time.
	Please feel free to join in with the service as you feel most comfortable. All are welcome at the altar. If you would prefer not to take the sacrament, but would like to receive a blessing, please keep your hands at your sides, or crossed across your chest.

All	Almighty God, our heavenly Father,
we have sinned against you
and against our neighbour
in thought and word and deed,
through negligence, through weakness,
through our own deliberate fault.
We are truly sorry
and repent of all our sins.

Readings
Either one or two readings from Scripture precede the Gospel reading. A Psalm is usually sung between the readings.
